On the day of the Open the banner will be displayed exclusively on the
hole or activity the business chooses to sponsor. Requested donation is $570. If the sponsor chooses not to use the
complimentary spots the requested donation is $250.

General Rules, Guidelines and Definition of Termsfor Sponsors:

1) Sponsors are encouraged to provide items for prizes and raffles. This provides an additional opportunity to be recognized at the
awards presentation.

2) Marketing activities and/or displays on the course must be approved in advance by the outing chairman and the management of
the selected golf course.

3) An exclusive sponsorship means that no other sponsor will be recognized for the selected activity. Non-exclusive sponsorship
means that a sponsor may share the sponsorship with additional sponsors. The committee will take care to insure that competing
sponsors will not be assigned to the same tee or green.

4)  The appearance of a guest celebrity may not be confirmed at the time information is mailed to participants and sponsors. We
anticipate that Miss Frederick will be available.
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
